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ORDINANCE OF THE PAPAGO COUNCIL

No. 4

An ordinance to authorize an association for the purpose of holding an ammual fair,

livestock show, and rodeo at Sells Agency; to provide for the goverrment of said -

Be it enacted by the Papago council in regular meeting on January 7, 1937:

Section No. 1 NAME OF ASSCCIATION: There is hereby authorized an organization composed

J of the -Papago Tribe to be known as "The ﬁapago»Fair and Rodeo Association'', here-

aftef referred to aS'thelassociation,

Section No. 2.MANAGEMENT: The 'affairs of the association shall be managed by a Board
of Direcﬁors, composed of five members of the tribe, who shall be appointed by the
Papago Council to serve during good behavior. Tmmediatley after appointment, the

Board of Directors shall proceed to elect from within its Hembérship, a chairmah;‘a
secretary, and treaéurer.

SEction No. 3 POWER AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORg

Section No. 6 AMENDEMENT OF CRDINANCE NO. 3 -

Ordinance No. 3, approved Apri1>3, 1938, is hereby amended to permit the Board of

Directors of the Papago'Fair and Rodeo Association’to issue licences and collect fees

‘on all concession and business enterpriSes operated during, and on the grounds of the
Arnnual Papago Fair, Livestock Show and Rodeo, at Sells Agency.
Section No. 7 REVOLVING FUND

All contributions, admiséion fees; concession fees, receipts from Association-operated
amusement devices and concessions, entry fees and miscelleneous collections and
receipts, shall be promptly déposited in the designated depositary, to the credit of
the Association, and shall bevavailabie for éxpenditure under proper authorization

of the Board of Directors, for carrying out the purposes of this ordinance.

Section No. 8 AUTHORITY FOR USE OF TRIBAL FUNDS

There is herby authorized to appropriéted, out of any money in the Tribal Treasury

not otherwise appropriated, such summs an maybe necessary for the purpose of carrying

out the purposes of this ordinance, including the construction of suitable fair,
livestock show, and rodeo, facilities. 4

The foregoing Ordinance was on January 7,.1939, duly enacted by a vote of 16 for 1 againis
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by the Papago Council pursuant to authority vested in it by Seciton 2 (e) and 3(a),
Article V of the Constitution to the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe on December 12, 1938,

pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934, (48 Stat. 984). Said Ordinance is

effective as of the date of its approval by the Superintendent of Sells Agency, subject
to reccission by the Secretary of the Interior pursuant to Section 6, Article V of

Ordinance Number 4 of the Papago Tribe, enacted by the

Papago Council on January 7, 1939, authorized the Papago

of the Association, subject to his checking accounﬁ,'in a
bank insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation,
and located in Tucson, Arizona, to be selected by the
Board of Directors, and shall make and preserve a faithful
record of such funds and shall report on all receipts and
expenditures and the amount and nature of all funds in his
possession or custody, to the ﬁoard of Directors of the
Association, at meetings of the Board, or at such other
times as requested by the Board, his reports to be in
writing and matters of record.

the Papago Rcdeo and Fair had been established by the
Papago Council as an activity of the Papago Tribe, wholly-
owned and operated explicitly for the welfare, morals, and
benefits of the Papago peopnle. That an activity duly
authorized and established as an entity of the Papago
Tribe of necessity must operate according to its Ordinance
Resolutions, to include accountability for funds, equipmen

and other assets.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that any and all funds on hand, on deposi

in seperate checking accounts and/or savings accounts or
invested in any securities, bearing the names of the Papag
Fair and Rodeo Association, any member of its Board of
Director and/or Roedo and Fair, be immediately placed unde
the custody of the Treasurer of the Papago Tribe. Furtherq

that any and all funds received incident to the annual

Papago Fair, Livestock Show, and Rodeo be promptly turned

into the Treasurer of the Papago Tribe for deposit to the
Tribal General Fund Checking Account, and that all funds
received by and administrative and operating expenses in-
curred by or on behalf of the Papago Rodeo and Fair act-
ivity be accounted for by the Tribal Treasurer in the same
manner as for other Tribal-owned funds. That, the pro-
visions of this Resolution are controlling where they
contravene any Ordinances/Resolutions enacted by the Papag
Council, those affecting fund management and accountabilit
by Rodeo and Fair activity, Fair and Rodeo Association,

and/or its Board of Directors.
