Council on February 13, 1979 and approved by the Papago Agency Superintendent on February
13, 1979.
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CHILDREN'S CODE

OF THE

PAPAGO TRIBE

CHAPTER I

SECTION 01 DEFINITIONS :

A. "Child" means a person under the age of eighteen (18 )

years .

B . "Child in Need of Care =means a child :

1 . Who has-no'p rent, guardian or custodian availabl e

and willing to care . for him ; or

2 . Who has not been provided with adequate food, shelter ,

clothing,---or-medical care or education necessary for

his health and well being ; or

3 . Whose parent, guardian or custodian had knowingly,

intentionally or negligently subjected the child to

cruel and inhumane treatment or placed the child in

a situation that seriously endangers his life or

health ; or

4 . Who is without proper parental care and control or

supervision because of the disappearance or the pro-

longed absence of his parent, quardian or custodian ;

or

5 . Whose parents, guardian or custodian are unable to .

provide for the child because of their incarceration

or hospitalization for a physical or mental condition ;

.or

6 . Who has been sexually abused negligently or intention-

ally by his parent, guardian or custodian ; or

7 . Who has been placed in custodial care for violation of

the law as a result of parental pressure, guidance or

approval ; or

8 . Who,, boing subject to compulsory school attendance, is

habitually truant from school; or

9 . Who\\habitually disobeys the reasonable and lawful command s
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of his parent, guardianor custodian and is ungovern-

able and beyond their control ; or

10 . Who has been adjudicated a child offender because

he has committed an act which if committed by an

adult is designated a crime under Papago Law, other

than a traffic violation .

C . "Child Offender" means a child ten (10) years of age or

older who commits an act, which if committed by an adult,

is designated a crime under Tribal ordinance, or law, other

than a traffic violation .

D. "Children's Court" means the'Papago Children's Court when

exercising its jurisdiction over children alleged to be

children in need of care .

E . . "Children's Court Caseworker" means a person appointed by the_ .

Children's Court to carry out the duties, objectives and

provisions of the Children's Code ; but subject to its

limitation, Children's Court Caseworkers shall have the

authority and duty to :

1 . Receive complaints and allegations that a child is a

child in need of .care and make appropriate referrals

to the Juvenile Officer of the Children's Court

Counselor if their assistance appears to be needed

or desirable ;

2 . Make investigative reports and recommendations to

the Court .

3 . Provide family counseling and any other function

designated by the Court ;

4 . Identify and develop resources\in the community

designated to help the child and his family becom e

viable members of the Tribe ;

5 . Shall not testify against a child in a proceeding

under this Code or in any adjudicatory hearing .

F. "Children's Court Counselor " means a person , appointed by

the Children's Court to carry out the duties, objectives

and provisions of the Children's Code; but subject to its

limitations, Children's Court Counselors shall have th e
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
