CHAPTER 1 - BUSINESS TRANSACTIONS

Legislative History:  Ordinance No. 14, “To Regulate the Conduct of Business upon the
Papago Reservations,” was enacted by the Papago Council on June 20, 1947 and approved by
the Sells Indian Agency Superintendent on [date unreadable]. [A notation below the Chairman’s
signature reads “Ord. 14 reviewed and not rescinded by 1.O. letter dated Aug. 8, 1947.”]

Ordinance No. 14 was amended (to rescind Section VII, “and the portion
of Section VI dealing with termination of license for violation of Section VII"’) by Ordinance No.
38, “Regulations Governing Sanitation of Eating and Drinking Establishments,” which was
enacted by the Papago Council on May 6, 1960, approved by the Papago Agency Superintendent
on May 16, 1960, and became effective on November 4, 1960. (Ordinance No. 38 appears in
Title 17 - Health and Safety, Chapter 3 - Restaurant Sanitation Regulations.)
