Ordinance No . 01-89 was codified as Title II of the Laws of the Tohono O'odham Nation and
comprises Chapter 1, Tohono O'odham Judiciary, and Chapter 2, Judicial Officers and
Personnel.
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CHAPTER 1 Tohono C' odham Judiciar y

1-101 . Judicial Branch

The judicial power shall be vested in, an integrated judicial
branch consisting of trial courts, an appeals court and such
inferior courts as may be provided by law .

1-103 . Judges

The Tohono O'odham Courts shall consist of at least six
judges appointed by the Tohono C' odham Council . The number
of judges may be increased by law . The term of office of
each judge shall be staggered, as follows : two (2) judges
for two (2) years, two (2) judges for four (4) years and two
(2) judges for six (6) years . Thereafter, the term of office
for all judges shall be six years .

The Chief Judge of the Tohono 0' odham Judiciary shall be
elected by the judges of the judiciary and shall serve in
such capacity for two veers or until a successor is elected .

duties as provided by the Constitution of the Tohono 0' odhant
