Benefits of publishing your Tribe’s laws on the Tribal Law Gateway include:

- Providing tribal citizens and people living in Indian Country casy access to the laws that are
applicable to them.

- Promoting awareness of tribal law to raise respect for tribal law in non-tribal legal and policy
decision-making.

- Enabling tribal leaders and their attorneys to review existing tribal law provisions to better develop
tribal law separate from state and federal laws. By sharing laws and ideas, Tribal Nations can create
laws that strengthen sovereignty and reflect traditional values.

. Aﬂowing tribal court judges to look at other Tribes’ laws for guidance when their own Tribe’s law is
silent—rather than looking to state or federal law.

- Promorting academic research with more tribal perspectives to raise awareness of and respect for

tribal law outside of Indian Country.

list of tribal laws. NILLs goal is for the Gateway to provide access to accurate tribal law information for all federally
recognized Tribes, in the format of the Tribe’s choosing. Tribal Nations always have the option to remove or change their
laws included in the Tribal Law Gateway.
